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Why Outreach Events?

In line with the Mission of the NSC
“to foster the 
dynamic grace of
baptism in the Holy 
Spirit (Acts 1:5)
which empowered 
the members of
the early Church at 
Pentecost” the 

NSC offers to serve the Renewal in
dioceses across the country through
a number of Outreach Events. 

What Events does the NSC 
offer?

Outreach Events are principally 
divided into two types: Events for 
Leaders and Events for Renewal 
Participants.

Our Events for Leaders remains a 
special focus of the NSC. We offer 
formation for leaders in the Renewal 
through our Teaching and Ministry Day 
and Charismatic Leaders Retreat that 
focuses on the personal life of the 
leader.

The Events for Renewal Participants 
include our Praise and Teaching Rally 
called “Jesus Lives! Pour Out Your 
Spirit Anew!”, the Teaching and Ministry 
Day designed specifically for Renewal 
participants, and the Men’s Retreat called 
“Men of His Kingdom”.

How Long are the events?

 All of our events are tailored the needs of the 
community we are serving.  They could be a 
one day, two day or weekend event. 

What is the focus of these events?

The focus of all these events will be taken from 
the NSC Mission Statement.

 Proclaiming the Lordship of Jesus 
Christ and the love of the Father in the 
power of the Holy Spirit” leading to “the 
Renewal of the grace and culture of 
Pentecost,

 Encouraging the awareness and the 
experience of the full role of the Holy 
Spirit among Catholic Charismatic 
Renewal groups and ministries so that this 
action of the Holy Spirit may lead to:

Experiencing union with God
Inner transformation, leading to 

personal holiness
Ministry empowered by the 

charisms for evangelization and service, 
and the building of communities 

that witness to a renewed Catholic life.
 Assisting leadership development and 

serving and offering leadership to the 
Renewal.

How Much Does it Cost?

The NSC members volunteer their time 
to serve at these events. We ask in 
return that the local renewal take care 
of their room, board, and travel 
expenses.

The NSC and the local renew will share 
the proceeds of the event equally. These 
proceeds would include a collection at 
the event. 

In addition the NSC would like the 
opportunity to promote to the attendees 
our Fanning the Flame Partners and 
Friends 300/600/1000 Pledge, Pentecost 
Today, our publications, and upcoming 
events.

What event do you 
recommend we do first?

To make such an Outreach Event part of 
the pastoral plan of the local renewal we 
recommend a two-step process: an Event 
for Leaders and an Event for Renewal 
Participants with one event done in one 
year and the other the next.  Although we 
recommend doing an Event for Leaders 
first, we encourage you to prayerfully 
discern what event would best serve your 
diocese at this time.
